Vemard A. Lanphier, a member of 
1 faculty, Cyril C. Lanphier and 
Basil Lanphier, all Creighton men. 
He has for several years been one of 
the leading men in the army air serv­
ice. He s?rved overseas during the 
recent war and has since been com­
manding officer at Fort Sill, Okla., 
and later at Selfridge Field, Mt. 
Clemens, Mich., where he is now 
stationed.

Major Lanphier’s parents, Mr. and 
Mrs. J. J. Lanphier live at 2535 Cass 
street, Omaha.

John’s church Sunday morning when 
practically the entire Catholic student 
body of the University marched to the 
Communion rail and received the 
Blessed Sacrament. Father Schuetz, 
who had charge of the arrangements 
for the Retreat, said that ninety-five 
per cent of the Catholic students were 
in attendance on the initial exercise 
of the three day Retreat. The aver­
age attendance of the Catholic stu­
dents for the entire three days was 
eighty-eight per cent.

Commenting on the success of the 
Retreat, ^ean Schuetz declared, “This 
record will challenge that of any other 
Jesuit college in cur Province.

Creighton University was bequeath­
ed $5,000 in the will of Mrs. Kathryn 
Murphy, 48, widow of the late Henry 
C. Murphy of Omaha, it became 
known January 28 when she died in 
St. Joseph’s Hospital, following an 
operation.

Mrs. Murphy was a daughter of the 
late Richard O’Keefe. A few days be­
fore she went to the hospital, Mrs. 
Murphy called in an attorney and 
made her will.

On numerous previous occasions she 
had given the University financial aid 
and once instituted a perpetual 
scholarship fund of $2,000. Since her 
husband's death she had devoted her­
self diligently to aiding Catholic 
charities

Her estate was estimated to exceed 
$40,000. Relatives and personal friends 
shared in a large portion of it but 
Creighton University, St. Agnes’ 
church, St. Peter’s church and St. 
James’ Orphanage each received $5,-

HASTINGS TELLS LAWYERS 
THEY ARE LAZY CLASS

Judge Warren J. Hastings, former 
Dean of the University of Nebraska 
law school, declared in a lecture be­
fore the students of the college of law 
that lawyers were no exception to Em­
merson’s general rule that man is as 
lazy as he dares to be. Judge Hast­
ings spoke on the "Mistakes and Dif­
ficulties of a young Lawyer in the 
Court Room.

“The greatest foe to all truth is 
man’s desire to reach favorable con­
clusions,” Judge Hastings declared, 
pointing out at the same time that the 
greatest and most essential implement 
that a lawyer could wield to success 
was an analytical mind—a clear un­
derstanding of the salient facts coupl­
ed with a knowledge of the law and its 
application.

The lecture of Judge Hastings is the 
second of a series arranged by Dean 
A. Te Poel to oe delivered in the 
school of law, the first being given by 
Hon. E. P. Smith, ex-mayor of Omaha.

In the course of lectures arranged 
to be delivered are such outstanding 
men as John L. Kennedy, William F. 
Gurley, and Judge Ben Baker. The 
lectures will be delivered at intervals 
durinn- the second semester.

The Faculty Committee on Dis­
cipline and Social Affairs has issued 
a new set of rules and regulations to 
govern all student social functions. 
Dean Schuetz, in giving out the new 
set of regulations, said, “It is our pur­
pose to protect the moral and spiritual 
interests of our students away from 
as well as in the class rooms.” Father 
Schuetz said that chaperones of all 
social functions must be approved by 
the Faculty Committee and will be 
“empowered with the full authority cf 
the university to see that the func­
tion is carried out in such a manner 
as protects the best interests of those 
present.” Reprehensible conduct at 
any social function sponsored by stu­
dent organizations will be referred to 
the Faculty Committee on Discipline.

The new rules as given out by the 
Dean are as follows:

1) APPROVAL.—No dance or social 
function shall be given by or under 
the auspices of the students in any 
college or school of the University, 
except that the same be sponsored by 
some student organization which ;s 
officially recognized by the University.

2) HOLDING SOCIAL FUNC­
TIONS.—No social function shall be 
held by any student organization on 
other than Tuesday or Friday eve­
nings.

b) No social functions or dances are 
to be held during Lent, or in the 
week preceding semester examina­
tions.

c) Not more than two dances may 
be given by any fraternity or other 
oiganization during the same semes­
ter.

d) No dance shall be advertised as 
‘Prom’ except the Junior Promenade.

e) No dance at which admission is 
charged may be given by any indivi­
dual student or any group of students.

3) PERMISSION.—A petition must 
be presented in writing to the faculty 
committee at least two weeks before 
the date of any proposed social func­
tion. No dance or social function 
may be held at any time without the 
approval of this committee. This 
regulation applies as well to dances 
and social functions that are not held 
in the Union club rooms.

4) SUPERVISION. — Every dance 
or social function must be chaperoned 
by two persons, to be approved by the 
committee.

5) CLOSING HOURS.—The clos­
ing hours of all social functions shall 
not be later than twelve o’clock, mid-

The Rev. John McCormick, S. J., 
formerly president of Creighton Uni­
versity, and now head of the philos­
ophy department of Marquette univer­
sity, has been chosen as a member of 
the executive council of the American 
Catholic Philosophical association for 
a term of two years. This signal re­
cognition of our former president will

The association of which Father Mc­
Cormick has been chosen as an execu­
tive is one of the recent origin, it 
was formed January 5 at the Catholic 
University of America, Washington, 
D.‘ C., when representatives of forty 
Catholic colleges and universities 
throughout nation assembled there for 
the purpose of its inception. The as­
sociation, which will be incorporated 
in the District of Columbia as a learn­
ed society, has for its object “the 
promotion of research in the field of 
philosophy, with especial emphasis on 
scholastic philosophy.”

The Rt. Rev. Msgr. Edward A. Pace, 
professor of philosophy 'and vice­
rector of the Catholic University, was 
elected president of the newly formed 
association. Among the other officers 
of the society are such prominent lead­
ers in Catholic educational circles as 
the Rev. John M. Fox, S. J., of Holy 
Cross college; the Rev. Dr, James 
Ryan, of the Catholic University; and 
the Rev. Charles Miltner, C. S. C., of 
Notre Dame university.

Creighton University owes its origin 
to a bequest made by Mrs. Mary 
I.ucretia Creighton, who died January 
23,1876. Her executors were directed 
to purchase a site and erect a build­
ing thereon in which a college, offer­
ing free tuition, was to be conducted. 
The college was named after her 
deceased husband, Edward Creighton,

turned over to Right Reverend James 
O’Connor, first Bishop of Omaha, land, 
building, and an endowment of $147,- 
500. Bishop O’Connor called in the 
Jesuits to carry on the college and 
turned the trust over to the Creigh­
ton University, which was incorporat­
ed by them, August 14, 1879, under 
the general law of the State of Ne­
braska.

Clashes were begun September 2nd, 
1878, but owing to the primitive con­
dition of education in Nebraska at the 
time, it was twelve years before the 
first class—the class of 1891—was 
graduated.

The subsequent development of 
Creighton University and the enlarge­
ment of its endowment are owing to ' 
the benefactions of Count John A. 
Creighton and his wife, Sarah Emily 
Creighton. >

Additions were made to the. original 
college building in 1888 and 1900. St. 
John’s Chutch, the college chapel, was 
erected in 1888. The Observatory was 
built in 1886 and the transit room 
added in 1887. The auditorium was 
erected in 1902. St. John’s Hall ’n 
1907. The Medical College began in 
1892 in temporary quarters, was 
moved in 1897 to the present Medical 
College building. The Medical Labor­
atory building and School of Phar­
macy were subsequently added to the 
Medical group. The Law Schoolwas 
begun in 1904, and along with the 
Dental School (1905) occupied the 
Edward Creighton Institute Building 
erected in 1905. The Gymnasium was 
erected in 1916. In 1921 the two new
buildings erected for law and dentistry 
at 26th and California streets, were 
completed and occupied. The College 
of Pharmacy was begun in 1905; the 
Summer School in 1913, and the Col­
lege of Commerce in 1920.

Mr. John A. Creighton was made a 
Count of the Papal Court in 1895 and 
received the Laetare Medal from the 
University of Notre Dame in 1900.
