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Doctor receives alumni citation

Coke president, rights leader are honored
An international business leader and 

a national civil rights leader have been 
named to receive honorary degrees 
from Creighton University at com­
mencement exercises on Saturday, May 
15.

Donald R. Keough, BS ’49, will ac­
cept an honorary doctor of laws degree 
and Dr. Benjamin L. Hooks an 
honorary doctor of humanitarian ser­
vice degree.

The university has also announced 
that Harry E. Stuckenhoff, MD ’29, 
will accept the Alumni Achievement 
Citation at the ceremonies.

Keough, the president, chief 
operating officer and a director of 
Coca-Cola Co., headed the Centennial 
Thrust Phase II national alumni cam­
paign in 1975. He is a member of the 
Creighton President’s Council and a 
recipient of a Distinguished Citizen 
Citation from Creighton.

Keough first worked as a producer 
for WOW-TV in Omaha, and later 
moved to the Butter-Nut Foods Co. as 
advertising manager and later vice 
president of marketing. He has held 
several marketing positions with Dun­
can Foods Co. and Coca-Cola Co.

In 1971, he was named president of 
the Coca-Cola Company’s Foods Divi­
sion. In 1974 he was elected vice president 
of The Coca-Cola Co. and then presi­
dent of the Americas Group in 1976. 
Keough was elected senior vice presi­
dent of the company in 1980 and was 
elected to his current position in 1981. 
In 1974, Advertising Age magazine

named Keough “Adman of the Year.”
Dr. Hooks, a lawyer and Baptist 

minister, resigned his position as the 
first black member of the Federal 
Communications Commission in 1977 
to become executive director of the Na­
tional Association for the Advance­
ment of Colored People.

For several years he was assistant 
public defender in Memphis, Tenn., 
representing the legal interests of the 
poor and indigent. He also practiced 

general law in Memphis and was 
elected as the first black judge in 
Shelby County (Memphis) Criminal 
Court.

A graduate of DePaul University 
College of Law in 1948, Dr. Hooks 
also attended LeMoyne College and 
Howard University.

Dr. Stuckenhoff was a general 
surgeon in Casper, Wyo., until he 
retired in 1969. He was president of the 
Natrona County Medical Society in

1964, and was chief of staff of 
Memorial Hospital 1949-50. htor of the

He is a member of TnF'American'" 
Medical Association, the Wyoming 
Medial Association and the American 
College of Surgeons. In 1964, he served 
as a governor for the college for the 
state of Wyoming.

Dr. Stuckenhoff served a six-year 
term on the Wyoming Natural 
Resources Board, and has been active 
in state politics for many years.

Heddi Jacobi, a senior business ad­
ministration student from Kewanee, 
Ill., whose parents are immigrants 
from Germany.

Although it has only recently receiv­
ed official university recognition, the 
association has been evolving since 
January of 1981. What started as a 
post-registration party for foreign 
students is now a group with a con­
stitution, specific objectives and a 
membership of about 250 young men 
and women.

His idea of throwing the party for 
the students also has evolved into an 
additional job for the Rev. Dennis 
Karamitis, S.J., university chaplain 
and now the moderator of the Interna­
tional Students Association.

“I guess it really started out of a 
feeling of hospitality,” Father 
Karamitis recalls.

Annie Burns, an arts junior from

For Annie, college has been fun and 
rewarding. However, she misses one 
aspect of living in a family situation. 
She’s not around people of different 
ages.

Annie and 19 other Creighton 
students had a special opportunity to 
learn and spend time with older per­
sons this semester. They, along with 
several persons from the Omaha com­
munity, were participants in a special 
program entitled “Aging in America.”

The seminar was designed by the 
College of Arts and Sciences as part of

Sixty to 150 persons, 
including the 20 Creighton students, 
attended the lectures to learn about the 
aging process from the viewpoints of 
humanists and scientists.

The lecture subjects ranged from the 
history of aging to literary perspectives 
on aging, and from psychology to 
aging in art.

She said, “I wanted to see 
what the consensus of opinion on this 
subject was.”

Burns agreed that the lectures 
stimulated thinking. “We were con­
stantly generating new ideas about car­
ing for the aged and understanding the 
elderly,” she said.

Bryce Brasel, president of the New 
Cassel Gerontology Center, said that

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Priest’s paper helps stir nuclear dragon talk
One Omaha priest has willingly 

thrust a spear at a drowsy dragon.
The awakening dragon is the cur­

rently fashionable talk of limited 
nuclear warfare. The spear is a 
thought-provoking series of programs 
which were part of the Rev. Mel Mer- 
wald’s pastoral synthesis, submitted 
toward requirements for the degree of 
Master of Ministry.

Fr. Merwald’s pastoral synthesis is 
titled: “The Nuclear Arms Issue and 
the Response of a Faith Community.” 

“Actually, (President Ronald) 
Reagan started his ‘winnable nuclear 
war’ talk after I got started on this,” 
Fr. Merwald said. “I needed to find 
out where people stood for myself. 
You find that people are uninformed, 
they’re highly conservative, they read 
the World-Herald, they believe that 
when the President speaks, it’s gospel.

“That helped me to say, ‘Well, 
maybe they need an opportunity to ex­
plore this issue in greater depth than 
they had been able to in the past. 
Maybe they need to really hear what 
the church has to say about this.’ 
(That’s) why we asked the Archbishop 
to participate.

“The goal was to educate and to in­
form and to stimulate and motivate 
people to at least take a stand... and to 
know where the church stands.”

The Rev. Lawrence J. Dorsey, direc­
tor of the graduate program in Con­
tinuing Education for Pastoral 
Ministry, said Fr. Merwald’s synthesis 
“goes way beyond the boundaries of 
one parish project in its impact.” Fr.

Dorsey said parishioners with whom he 
had talked were impressed with the fact 
that Fr. Merwald “had brought such a 
panel together, which included an Of­
futt Air Force Base colonel, the 
Archbishop of Omaha, our former 
congressman and a couple of people in 
the academic community.”

“It was’ especially appropriate as a 
Lenten project,” said Fr. Dorsey. 
“Usually, these Lenten projects are 
pretty pious, but this was an approach 
for all kinds of people. (Fr. Merwald) 
brought things together. Morality 
enters into all our daily activities and 
thoughts, if we are committed 
Christians.”

Fr. Merwald, associate pastor of St. 
James Catholic Church, said the 
overall purpose of the three-part pro­
gram which he organized, was to “pre­
sent a comprehensive view of the 
nuclear-weapons age and to stimulate 
people to overcome what seems to be a 
widespread reluctance to even think 
about this situation as it exists today.”

He organized efforts by four Chris­
tian parishes—St. James, St. Elizabeth 
Ann, St. Leo’s and All Saints 
Episcopal—The Strategic Air Com­

presented in March. The series con­

Fr. FitzGibbon dies at 81

Fr. FitzGibbon

A long-time Creighton administrator 
and faculty member died April 2, in 
Omaha. Rev. Gerald H. FitzGibbon, 
S.J., 81, died of heart failure.

Fr. FitzGibbon first came to Creigh­
ton in 1937 as dean of the College of 
Arts and Sciences 
and a regent to the 
College of Com­
merce. From 1946- 
1955, he served 
as administrative 
dean of the School 
of Nursing, while 
lecturing in theo­
logy and medical 
ethics at hospitals 
in the Omaha area.

The annual bibliography of research 
publications at Creighton University, 
compiled and published recently, 
shows an increase of some 33 percent 
in such activity for the 1980-81 
academic year over the publication ac­
tivity two years earlier.

Phonathon 
successful

Creighton development office per­
sonnel are so pleased that they suggest 
modifying the definition of a telephone 
to “a very successful instrument to 
transmit voice messages to distant 
areas.” The instrument has been very 
productive for two separate campaigns 
for Creighton fund raising this past 
academic year, accounting for 
$376,000 in pledges.

Raymond F. Finnegan, special assis­
tant to the director of institutional 
grants and special resources, in one 
campaign has been contacting by 
telephone those alumni throughout the 
country who do not reside in areas that 
were organized for solicitation in the 
Challenge for Century II campaign. 
Seeking five-year pledges, for the most 
part from alumni who had previous 
giving histories, Finnegan secured 
$271,870 in pledges since last fall.

The other campaign, a new student- 
caller effort, featured in an article in 
the March edition of Alumnews, has 
concluded. Contacting mostly parents 
and alumni with no giving history for 
one-time gifts, the students secured 
$104,065 in pledges. Of that total, 
$54,185, or more than 50 percent, 
already has been received by 
Creighton.

Eric W. Martin, assistant director of 
development, reported that more than 
30 percent of the student caller con­
tacts, 2,228 out of 7,914, made 
pledges.

The Creigthon Lady Jay softball 
team continues its winning ways this 
year as they attempt to qualify for the 
national championship for the third 
consecutive year.

Creighton has two all-American 
players on the team in Jean Tierney 
and Mary Yori, both top hitters and 
fielders. Tierney, at second base, leads 
the team in hitting at .340, while Yori 
has made the transition from shortstop 
to first base and continues to hit the 
ball well.

The Lady Jays have stayed in the 
running with strings of shutouts. 
Creighton pitchers recently picked up 
six shutouts in seven games and earlier 
had a string of five straight shutouts. 
In the first 21 wins of the season, the

defeated University of Nebraska-

It was Creighton’s first win over 
Nebraska since 1978.

Creighton adds 4 sports for NCAA
Creighton University will add the 

sports of golf, swimming, cross coun­
try and rifle for the 1982-83 school 
year, Athletic Director Dan Offen­
burger announced.

With the addition of the four sports, 
Creighton will now offer eight men’s 
intercollegiate sports, bringing C.U. into 
compliance with new National 
Collegiate Athletic Association 
(NCAA) regulations requiring that 
schools offer eight men’s sports to re­
main in Division I.

Creighton currently offers men’s 
sports in basketball, baseball, soccer 
and tennis. There are no NCAA rules 
concerning the number of women’s 
sports institutions must offer, although 
there is a new rule which will require 
offering the same number of sports for 
men and women by 1985. Creighton 
will, according to Offenburger, con­
tinue programs in softball, basketball 
and tennis for women next year. He

Lady Jays picked up 14 by shutouts.
In the last four years, the earned run 

average of the C.U. pitchers has drop­
ped every year. From a 2.14 in 1978, 
the ERA fell to 1.60 the following year, 
then 1.09 in the 1980 and 0.65 last 
season. So far this year, that mark is 
0.71, and falling. The ERA represents 
the number of earned runs the pitching 

in the third inning. Although Nebraska 
tried to come back, the Cornhuskers 
fell one run short as Todd Wenberg 
pitched his first complete game for 
Creighton in picking up the win.

In the first 20 games after returning 
from Hawaii, Creighton collected 206 
hits in 526 at bats for a .391 average.

More than half of Creighton’s games 
this year have been decided by either 
one or two runs and 39 of the 68 games 
last season, including all three in the 
World Series, were that close.

Since Creighton has already 
qualified for the MVC play-offs (top 
two in each half), the Jays will travel to 
the home site of the East winner, likely 
either Southern Illinois or Indiana 
State, May 14-17.

The team hit its high point in a four- 
game Missouri Valley Conference 
series against New Mexico State. In the 
games, all C.U. wins, the Bluejayshit 
.470 (55-117) and racked up 42 runs to 
the Aggies’ eight. After the win, 
Creighton was tied with Wichita State, 
both at 4-0, in the West Division of the 
MVC.

the squad. Offenburger said that 
volleyball will not be offered this fall 
but may resume in the future.

“Obviously, we will do whatever is 
needed in order to remain Division I as 
we continue to build our men’s basket­
ball program,” Offenburger said. “We 
were not in favor of the regulations re­
quiring us to add four sports, but we 
are of course going to comply. Fr. 
(Michael) Morrison, our president, has 
already said that Creighton will push 
for additional legislation seeking to 
change the requirement to just six 
men’s sports for the following year, 
but for now we are going ahead with 
the four additional sports.

Creighton will continue to offer five 
sports with scholarship backing: men’s 
basketball, baseball and soccer and 
women’s basketball and softball. “We 
decided that it would be better for us 
not to try to reinstate volleyball right 
now.” Offenburger said, “Instead,we 
will spread the money between our two 
other women’s programs as we try to 
maintain the level of excellence already 
achieved by our softball program and 
to build our women’s basketball to that 
level. We will continue to provide the 
scholarship money to the women who 
were on the volleyball team when the 
sport was dropped, as long as they 
remain at Creighton.”

Rifle will be offered as a sport 
through the Military Science depart­
ment on campus with the coaching 
coming from that department 
Graduate assistant coaches will be 
hired in the sports of golf and cross 
country, two sports which had been 
offered as intercollegiate program5 
during the 1970s. Golf was dropped 
just three years ago and replaced I 
soccer.
