HITCHCOCK SPEAKS

Twenty - seven journalism
students, members of the
Printonian club of South
Dakota State ‘college, were
guests of the Creighton Press
club and the Omaha Cham-
ber of Commerce at a lunch-
eon Thursday noon at the K.
of C. club. The club is vis-
iting Omaha on its third an-
nual industrial tour.

Gilbert M. Hitchcock, former
United States senator from Ne-
braska and publisher of the Oma-
ha World-Herald, was the prin-
cipal speaker. Frank Fogarty,
representing the Omaha Chamber
of Commerce, was toastmaster,
and Floyd E. Walsh, dean of the
Commerce college, introduced Mr.
Hitcheock.

¢ “QOnly Start in School”

Mr. Hitchcock spoke to the
group on Journalism as a profes-
sion. “Speme schools offer a two-
year course in Journalism, others
a four-year course. I have been
in school forty-five years,” he
said. “If you look forward to
journalism as a profession you
cannot hope to finish your educa-
tion in school; you can only start

¢ there”

Discussing the rapid progress
being made in the newspaper
field, Mr. Hitchcock said: “In
1885 the newspaper was published

_primarily for the head of the
family and contained mostly busi-
ness and political news. Today the
newspaper is a family paper, writ-
ten to appeal to every member of

- the household.”

“Has Great Possibilities”

Modern methods of newspaper
production were discussed by the
publisher, together with the bus-
iness and advertising departments.
Several of his own personal ex-
periences as a newspaper man
were related by Mr. Hitcheock.

“Journalism is a fleld with
great possibilities and opportun-
ities for the young man or wom-
an,” concluded the speaker.

Presented With Gift By His
. Former Football

At a banquet atfended by sev-
enty-five members ¢f present and
past football teams, members of
the e¢oaching staff, and alumni,
Creighton’s athletes bid farewell
to C. A, “Chet” Wynne last night
in the Paxton hotel, and wel-
comed Arthur R. Stark as new
head football .oach of the Blue-
jays.

Prof. Charles Bongardt of the
Law faculty and a member of the
Creighton athletic board, who was
toastmaster a% the banquet, eu-
logized Wynne, and stressed the
loss that will be felt by the uni-

In a farewell talk, Wynne ex-
pressed his regret at leaving
Creighton, particularly the friends
he had found in the university
and on the football and track
squads. “I know you will all like
Mr. Stark,” Wynne said, “and
that everyone will give him the
cooperation and confidence he de-
serves.” Wynne thanked Athletic
Director A. A. Schabinger espe-
cially, “for the past seven years
of pleasant association, and for all
the good he has done Creighton
as head of its athletic depart-
ment.”

Rudy Tesar, co-captain of the
1980 squad, bid farewell to Wynne
in the name of the players, de-
claring that “no one has ever
seen a Dbetter-liked coach or a
finer  gentleman than Coach
Wynne.”
