There's no other answer in
today's America," Klutznick
said. He added that the Lo-
gan Fontenelle homes in Oma-
ha, built while he was gen-
eral counsel to the Omaha
Housing Authority in the

late 1930°'s, have raised the,

income ceiling of residents
from $650 in the late '30's
to around $7,000 today.

Klutznick stressed the im-

portance of his listeners
getting involved in  poli-
tics and emphasized -that,
"We ought not to be afraid
of politics and political
issues. You ought to be ac-
tive 1in politics and elect
strong people" so problems
like New York's cannot de-
velop. :

Klutznick's other areas of
expertise, the Middle East
and the United Nations
prompted him to comment that
he. didn't see the "booting
out" of Israel from the U-
nited Nations as a "logical
or -reasonable" result of the
General Assembly vote stat-
ing that Zionism was a form
of racism.

"There's an obvious cam-
paign to isolate Israel but,
the General Assembly can't
boot a country out legally,"
he said, although the Assem—

. tion from voting.

more ridiculous is the.way
in which they're wusing Is-
rael as a fulcrum which will
reduce the credibility of
what the U.N. does."
Klutznick said if a change
in the U.N. is to occur, he
would 1ike to see the pre-
sent system amended,” but
some feel the present system
should be abandoned and a
new system developed.
Klutznick, a 1930 graduate
of Creighton Law School, the
man after whom the law li-
brary is named and a member
of the Creighton Board of

-Directors said his-legal ed-

ucation has. been "both a
beneflt and a handicap."
"It's hard to resist the
temptation of second-guéss-
ing lawyers, but in our bus-
iness it's (law) ' good be-
cause Wwe wWork so much with
contracts. I°'ve also found
my - experience of being in-
side the government (in pos-
itions appointed by Presi-
dents Roosevelt  through
Johnson) and knowing how the
machinery works to be very
important," he said.
Klutznick, gave up the
practice of law in the 1940s
to expand upon his work in
the government, in land de-

~velopment and to the Jewish
~religion.
