I was fairly well
pleased with the way
the budget meeting
went March 4--1 think
it showed that stud-
ents are interested
in how their money is
spent and want to make
sure they have quality
speakers and entertain-
ment.

I think one of the
main problems is that
people are not aware
of how much things
cost (other than their
day-to-day living ex-
penses), which is un-
derstandable consider-
ing most of us aren't
feeding and entertain-
ing 500 people! It's
important to know that
the SBA is not misrep-
Iresenting any any of
the costs of meals, ex-
penses, beer, or what-
ever it is we're spen-
ding our money on. Beer
and cheese, lunches,
speakers' plane fare,
Ipostage and paper cups
are really expensive,
and although we real-
ly go out of our way
to shop around and cut
costs, we inevitably
must spend money. In-

deed, figures Tlike
$1500 and $500 do look
high, but I noticed at
the meeting that when
the figures and expen-
ditures were well doc-
umented, the activity
had no probiem getting
funding. However, when
one of you has an idea
for saving money,
please feel free to
talk it over with a
member of the exec-
utive council.

I think the biggest
dispute students have
over the SBA concerns
what function the SBA
should serve. There's

one line of thinking
that feels that the SBA
should provide the stud-
ents with a variety of
speakers for its money,
not using the money as
a meal subsidy, and al-
lowing the students to
pay their own way after
selecting what event
they want to attend.

Another line of think--
feels that the SBA
should be sponsoring

- tainment,

social events only and

encouraging the admin-
istration to bring in
the speakers.

Then, there are a
great many people in
between, who feel that
the SBA should serve
Both purposes. I tend
to side with those stud-
ents. A great many law
students look to the
Student Bar as their
only source of enter-
due' to the
fact that a great pro-
portion of their "en-
tertainment" money has

been consumed by tuition.

A lot more students sim-
ply can't afford to pay
the prices that would
have to be charged for

any type of social event.

Therefore, I think the
SBA has a responsibility
to bring the student
members a good mix of
both casual and formal
speakers as well as some
just plain "fun" events
at a reasonable, sub-
sidized price. All this
of course, supplemented
by any speakers and ev-
ents that the Administ-
ration and Faculty will
provide.

At present, the SBA
has scheduled the four
Congressional candidates
for a "brown-bagger" at
noon on April 6, and is
attempting to firm up a

date or dates when May-
or Zorinsky and Hess Dy-
as, the two Democratic
candidates for the Sen-
ate will speak at anot-
