Edwin J. Cutshaw, dental sopho­
more, lost a long fight against gen­
eral septicemia at 12:50 a. m. Thurs­
day at St. Joseph’s hospital. During 
the last few days of his illness he 
was attended by his father, Dr. Edw. 
J. Cutshaw, of Phillipsburg, Kansas, 
as well as by the most competent 
staff of physicians the city could 
offer. The body was taken to Phil­
lipsburg for burial. Monday.

The Rev. J. A. Berbers, S. J., con­
ducted a short service at the Beafey 
& Heafey funeral home Thursday at 
5:15 p. m. About 200 classmates at­
tended. Requiem high mass was con­
ducted at St.John’s church at 7:00 
a. m. Monday, the approximate time 
of the services at Phillipsburg.

The attack of septicemia is said to 
have been the result of a slight 
scratch received during spring foot­
ball training. Little attention ' was 
paid to this mishap until, on April 
15, Cutshaw was taken to St. Joseph’s 
hospital with a severe attack of boils. 
Double pneumonia complicated the 
case, reducing the resistance to a 
point where the ravages of the blood 
poisoning met little opposition.

Blood transfusion was resorted to 
in an effort to lend him enough 
strength to fight off the poison. Will 
Clark and Harold Binions, classmates, 
each gave a pint of blood. Blood was 
volunteered by every member of the 
sophomore class and many of his 
fraternity brothers.

His condition was thought to be 
much improved Wednesday evening,

Two New instructors Will Be 
Added to College of Commerce, 

Finance, Journalism
Two more professors will be added 

to the faculty of the present College 
of Finance,’ Commerce, and Journal­
ism, and a complete course of journal­
ism subjects will be offered beginning 
next fall, according to an announce­
ment from Floyd E. Walsh, dean. 
Mr. Walsh returned Tuesday from a 
tour of eastern schools of journalism 
in which he conferred with several of 
the leaders in this line, as well as 
eastern newspaper men.

One of the hew instructors will be 
assigned to strictly commerce sub­
jects, and one to the technical courses 
for journalistic aspirants. A complete 
schedule of courses is contained in the 
catalogue which -went to press last 
week, and will be ready for distribu­
tion soon?7 : -----

The School of Journalism, it was 
pointed out by Mr. Walsh, will be not 
a new school but rather an enlarge­
ment of the present schedule. The 
college ■ was founded in 1920 as a 
night school, and the day school be­
gan operations three- years later.

The journalism department will be 
combined with both the present Arts 
college, and the present Commerce 
college under the plans.

Students interested in the study 
may register in either college, take 
the required course there for a degree 
from that department, and take 
electives in the journalism school. 
Graduates will be issued a certificate 
of journalism upon completion of a 
total of twenty-four credit hours.

Indications point to a large enroll­
ment of journalism students next fall.

We do not 
hope to be able to answer this query with reasonable certainty. 
It is onlv a subject for conjecture, but at the same time well | 
worthy of consideration, even though lacking in definiteness and ' 
finality. We premise our philosophizing by. stating that the 
thought of criminal negligence does not sd much enter into, this 
discussion. The fact that Edwin was an athlete and in training 
for competitive sports’at the time the infection was contracted is 
of negative value, at the very most, in this consideration. Such 
?n infection could have developed from a blister made by march- 
in- in heavy shoes during R.O.T.C. drill or from acid burns 
experienced by an embryonic chemist m the university labora- 
tones.Yet it is interesting to observe that Creighton athletes have 
been rather prone to develop similar infections.^ Al Morley, one 
of the best center prospects Creighton has had for years, was 
lost to the team for a considerable time, because of such an 
infection. And only several months ago a promising basketball 
player was slowed at the start of an important season, after a 
slide into the stands in an early season game resulted in blood 
poisoning. We do not question the fact that skilled medical^at­
tention is at hand. There are always doctors on the field or in 
the team room. At least they are paid to be there. At the same 
time it is perfectly natural for healthy, robust young fellows to 
disregard minor scratches or bruises. With competent trainers 
on hand to cleanse a scratch or skin abrasion with proper anti­
septics, or in more serious cases to order the athlete to report 

" to the team doctor and see that he actually does so, surely such 
chances of serious infections will be minimized. ,•

It. is not my purpose to charge the Creighton athletic de­
partment with even remote negligence in the case of Edwin 
Cutshaw. The writer seeks rather to point out precaution 
against possible conditions that might have led up to_ Ed^ 
Cutshaw’s death in order that they might be remedied. In some 
schools, it can be said to their discredit, caipmg. critics have 
arisen to point the finger of suspicion at those m a^honty, 
when an incident similar to this occurred. We believe tha(the 
Creighton team room is kept as reasonably clean as can be 
expected We believe that proper equipment is issued.to athletes 
in the various sports’ branches. If not, The Creightoman believes 
it the duty of the athletes and the team captains to report such 
infractions to the student members of the athletic board. If no 
action is forthcoming from the athletic, board or athletic depart 
ment, it is then the duty of the captain to cany a report of the
