“Catholic colleges do not favor
either a child-centered school nor a
ieacher-centered school, but a God-
centered school. They try to pro-
pose a pupil to be not only a citi-
zen of his country, but a citizen of
the kingdom of God for all eter-
nity. v

“Catholic education aims at se-
curing this end by a balanced diet
of language, literature, science,
philosophy, and religion. American
schools are weak in language,
afraid of philosophy and religion.
Catholic colleges ave endeavoring
to do away with emotional religion,
and replace it with intellectual re-
ligion.”

dent affairs were the most promi-
nent characteristics of the answers
by the students as to their accord
or dissension with the factions that
now splits the student board of
governors.

Student opinion coincided rather
closely with the statements by the
governors of the respective schools.
In answer to the question, “Da you
believe that the governors who re-
signed from the board were justi-
Hfied 7’ various impressions wevre re-
ceived.

#If the students by resigning
meant to carry out the student pol-
icy then they were justified but if
they did so for personal motives
they were not. Personally, I be-
lieve that they were really acting
in accord with student sentiment,”
was the reply of a law freshman.
A colleague in law was of more
décided opinion. Expressing him-
self more vigorously, he said,
“During the eleven years of the
board’s existence, it has been noth-
ing more than a means to gain for
the members their own selfish
lends. Achievement for the univer-
sity and the student bedy were
most remote from the minds of
these self-centered student politi-
cians. Sad it may seem, but if col-
lege men cannot govern themselves
the faculty must step in and take
lover this very deplerable condition.
1, for one, am in favor of a fac-
ulty controlled board. Perhaps in a
few years the students will form a
governing board with the whole-
hearted intention of bettering the
university’s student artitvity.”

Of widely divergent opinion was
2 medical student, whose cynical
answer was, “No, they certainly
were not justified. If the resigning
members had been able to control
the board they would have been
satisfied with the student govern-
ment, It was just a matter of pol-
jtics and they happened to be on
the wrong side.”

“The resignation was unwar-
ranted. They should have ‘played
ball’ with the other politicians. Had
they used a little diplomacy, in-
stead of dropping the whole thing,
they would really have been doing
the students a service. I believe
that this is the first step toward
faculty control and believe me, the
students don’t want -that” This
was the opinion expressed by a
dentistry freshman.

However, I
admire the policy of the under-
graduate schools in presenting a
anited front to a thoroughly or-
ganized faction of the profession-
al schools. I believe that the time
for reorganizing the board is long
overdue,” said a commerce stu-
dent. _

“They were not justified. They
were playing politics also, and
were merely defeated at their own
game. The college of journalism
was the only school that had not
before been mixed up in politics
and it seems to have been blamed
for the entire affair.”

Loyalty to the alma mater was

“No, I don't believe the action
they took was justifiable. I believe
that they had considerable cause
for complaint, but the undue pub-
licity and furor they caused by
their spectacular resignations was
entirely unwarranted. The adverse
publicity they caused the univer-
‘sity seems to be greater injury
than the good they may accomplish
by attempting to abolish the union
board. They might have avoided
the unpleasant situation had they
resorted to a lttle constructive
criticism within the board itself.”

Th: frank manner in which the Union hoard of
zoverncl: has admitied that the form of government
under which it operates can stand alteration augurs
well for student government at Creighton.

The project of a factional struggle bstween tlhe
undergraduate and professional schools, between the
("nion board aund a possiblc successor, is thus mini-
mized.

The Union has agreed that its house is not in
ilie best of order. To & great many students this
inight be termed an understatement, especially to
ilose who are convinced that the Union hoard must
be destroyed before a truly represeniative form of
zovernment can be set up.

Conciliation and compromise with anylhing like
the present system wiil nof be acceptable to the un-
dergraduate depariments. There seems to be little
arguntent about that. The important question is, just
how far will the board go in .its reorganization?

\¥ill il agree io an injection of democracy in the
tornr of representaiion according to enrollment?

Will it agree to popular ‘election of the prom
nrinces and princesges, possibly the king and queen?

Will it agree to become a part of a student sen-
ate form of government, if that is found to he pop-
nlar? . .

Will it consider relinquishing its almost dicta-
torial executive and administrative power in favor
ol alvisory and legislative authority?

Will it consider the possibility of dissolving the
corporation known as the Creighton University Stu-
dems Unijon? .

Will it, in short, he willing to (onsxdex any idea
that concerns student government and stand ready
o back it in case it is found desirable by the student
Hindy ?

If the zpswer is “yes,” there need be no doubt
thal the TUnion is sincere in ils efforts to provide
t'reighton with a satisfactory form of government. If
the commitire intends to gnide itself by the form of
ihe present Union set-up, if it is inclined to draw
dine distinctions and make the present organization
the basis of all comparisons, it is headed for prob-
able Ifailure.

The committee must realize th‘lt its duty xs to
provide the university with a practicable form of
zovernment that will secure the support of the stu-
dent body. Compromises with the present set-up
should be forgotten. Liet us iake what has proved
satisiactory in the present arrangement, nothing
~lze, and let us accept that only when it is reason-
ably certain that a more practical substitute does not
axis,

For the committee named by the board has mnot
heen delegated its power to erect a mew government.
{n this instance, it is working as seven individuals.
it has made the assumption, perhaps justified, that
it has that authority because its members were once
elect=d to revresent their depaltments on the Union
hoard of governors.

The commitiee is half Union, half anti-Union in
reference io the present arrangement. Three of its
members deny that they are members of the board.
Thus, the commitice cannot he said to be working
“or the inferests of the Students Union hoard of gov-
cruors, 1634 moedel.

The members of the board who resigned and
wlin are serving on the committee have received the
support of their schools in the form of petitions fa-
vorinrg their resignutions., It is reasonable io believ®
they would be the members chosen hy popular elec-
“1ion if the committee were to bhe selected in that
manner. v

TWhen the hoard makes its decision February 28
it should have received several plans and ideas from
interested students and student organizations. If
1 'reizhton students are willing io co-operate on any
student problem, this should be worthy of their ef-
fores.

WHAT ABOUT THE GLEE CLUB?

Possibilities for the establishment of a depart-
nent of music at Creighton took a step forward last
week when thirty-uine intercsted students attendced
the glee club tryout. With the establishment of the
glee club along with ihe other existing musical or-
sanizations, the reality of a department is not so
remete,

Why Creighton should not he able to instill cul-
inre in the minds of its students is indeed a prob-
lem. One of the purposes for the founding of a uni-
versity is to educate, culturally, its student body.
One of the best methods is the furtherance of mu-
sical aetivity on the campus.

A glee club is one of the finest things a uni-

versiny can possess. The time has come that such an

organization has been organized 'u'ad the challenge

to cultivate th*msel.e:

Certainly, it is a golden opportunity. One of the
finest directors in the city has been chosen to di-
rect the organization. lxcellent surroundings for re-
hearsals have been obtained. The co-operation of the
administration has been assured. What more could
any student body want?

THE LITERARY MAGAZINE

The Creighton “students’” literary magazine is
a challenge to the general student body of the uni-
versity, ratier than to a restricted few, interested in
literary pursuits. The word *students” which ap-
pears on the title page of “Shadows,” while signifi-
canf of the character of the magazine, should mnot
limit its appeal. It is published for the entire uni-
versity and should be written by students from all
its departments.
Popular interest can be aroused by a limitless
variety of subjects which, presented in a clear, lit-
erary style, can make magazine articles of high cal-
iber. Students should see in their profession, in their
hobbies and avocations, live topics that could be con-
verted into entertaining and worth-while stories or
€ssays.
A magazine—especially a magazine of high lit-
erary standards—deserves to head the list of the as-
sets of a university. It, more than any other extra-
curricular activity, is represeniative .of  the primary
aim of & university, the 1ntellectual progress of the
students. It should not be Just the same few names
that find their way among the authors of its articles,
but rather should there be a constant number of new
contributors that will indicate the interest the whole
university has in the magazine.

In the current issue of “Shadows” eleven stu-
dents appeared as new contributors. ThlS is the most
eloquent proof that' the magazine is commg into its
own on the campus.

COUNSELLOCR COUN SELLING
T'o be novel is to be interesting—and evxdently Mr..
Earl Wood Evans, President of the American Bar As-
sociation took the maxim to heart when he spoke at
Harvard Law School recently.

Acting on the principle that banality is the cardinal
sin in speaking to a select group of college students,
Mr. Evans decided to be different. He was. He chose
for his topic “Chings Not Taught in the Law School.”

In the course of his speech, according to an editorial
in the New York Times, Mr. Evans issued this inter-
esting bit of advice to the budding attorneys:

“The most important thing about law is getting bus-
iness. . . . Go to church, even if it is hard to take.
You'll meet a lot of nice people there. It isu't so im-
portant for you to see them as for them to see you.
Now that’s called the church racket, but what of it,
as long as you're getting business in a quiet, genteel
way?”’

Apart from the fact that he offers a poor motive
for going to church, Mr. Evans’ advice certainly does.
not point toward the professional ideal. But then Mr.
Evans is an iconoclast. We. venture to wager that
he expected to have the young men of Harvard agog
with his intimate and casual cynicism. “More than
likely they yawned.

The daily practices of the legal professxon are ex-;
ecrable enough withoiit the sanction of the head of
the Bar Association. The fact that the ideal is ignored
by many unscrupulous lawyers is no argument for its
total desiruction. ’

Mr, Evans’ job is to propagate the profeésxonal
ideal; not to subvert it. Perhaps he would have been
more enlightening, certainly he would have been more
helpful if he had chosen to speak on “Things Not to
Be Taught in the Law School.”

‘We, the undersigned, appointed
to investigate the situation as a re-
sult of the tendering of resigna-
tions of the delegates from the
college of commerce to. the Union
iboard, have arrived at the fol-
Jowing <¢onclusions:

1. The immediate cause of dis-’
pute, the manner of selecting the
prom yoyalty, is a matter of small
consequence and can easily be set-
tled by the adoption of a system
of rotating the royalty selection
among the wvarious schools.

2. The underlying causes’ for the
existing condition are two:

a. Failure of the Union board to
function in the manner .in which
in which. it:was caleulated to wwork.
This failure appears to have come
about over a period of years dur-
ing which the Board has delegated:
it proper activities to other
bodies.

b, Failure.of- the Union board to
‘give-a proper account of its work-
ings to the students.

3. -As a result of these underly—
ing’ causes there has arisen ‘a.
doubt of the reed for the con-
finned existence of the Union un-
der the present manner of opera-
tion.

4. It is suggested .that the Union
board render to the students a
complete accounting of its acti-
vities. Upon this accounting the
students can calculate the worth of
the board -in relation to its cost
'of operation.. ‘At the present time,
to the best knowledge of the com-
mittee, no such accounting is ren-
dered; and in the opinion of the
committee this should be remedied.
5.. The committee suggests that
before the . college of commerce
again places a delegation on the
Union board, that the existence of
the board—or any similar board
that may replace it—be thororugh-
1y justified and &arrangements
made to acquaint the students with
the affairs of the board—or any
succeeding body. . :

6. The committee realizes that
the contents of this report may be
in error, but at the same time
the committee wishes to emphasize
that the lack of reports by the
Union board make it a virtual im-
posibility to obtain definite in-
formation,

7. In the event that the chamber
of commerce sees fit to adopt this
report it is suggested that the com-
merce delegates to the Union be
guided by its contents until such
time as they are in recéipt of a
more comprehensive analysis of
student opinion obtained through
official channels.
