Memorial Erected
Honoring Renowned
Indian Peacemaker

U. S. Government Assisted by
Famous Priest in
Negotiations

OPENED SCHOOL

A marker dedicated to the mem-
ory of Pierre Jean De Smet, S. J.,
peacemaker among the Indians, was
unveiled Friday by the Rev. Martin
Bronsgeest, S. J., assistant pastor
of St. John’s Collegiate church, at
State and Broadway streets in
Council Bluffs. The granite boul-
der, bearing a brass plate, marks
the spot where Tathier De Smet of-
fered the first mass in Council
Bluffs and where in 1838 he opened
a school, of which Creighton uni-
versity is the second descendant.

With the Rev. J. F. Costello of
St. Patrick’s church in Council
Bluffs as master of ceremonies,
the progrem included the invoca-
tion by the Rev. P. N. McDermott;
songs by St. Paul’s choir; an ad-
dress by Mayor H. P. Finerty of
Council Bluffs; the introduction of
Mr. Frank Burkley, who as a boy
served Father De Smet’s mass in
Omaha; the introduction of Mr. O.
J. Pruitt, who started the move-
ment for the monument and car-
ried it through; a discussion of the
history of Father De Smet’s activi-
ties by the Rev. Thomas S. Bow-
dern, S. J., dean of the graduate
school and the university college,
and benediction by the Rev. Igna-
tius Stein, 0. 8. B. |

In the course of his speech Fa-
ther Bowdern remarked: “On such
a large scale was the Jesuit effort
among the Indians that Father De
Smet was appointed to direct oper-
ations from headquarters in St.
Louis. From year to vear his as-
cendancy. over the Indians grew to
such proportions that the United
States government never attempted
any negotiations without him. Time
and time again.when all. others
failed he succeeded in making
treaties of peace with the Indians.
The difficulty was never with the
Indians but with the whites, whose
greed, injustice and brutality pro-
voked the Indians to war. Helen

Judge James M. Fitzgerald, president of the Creigh-

ton Alumni association, keenly interested in the wel-

fare of the university, has issued an appeal to the
student body to be “very much in evidence” during
Homecoming week. Judge Fitzgerald desires that
this be the greatest homecoming in the history of
Creighion. So do all the alumni whom he represents.

This class president worked hard to erase
artificial barriers thrown up between the members
of his class by fraternities and cliques. He built a
strong organization that figured prominently on the
campus.

campus; not fraternity rivalry, not clique or indi-
vidual rivalry, but class competition.

The example this student set was emulated by
other class presidents, and slowly but surely that
indefinable something called school spirit crept back
into campus affairs. Nobody knows who this remark-
able fellow was. He is perhaps a myth. At any rate
he has long since been graduated and no one came
to take his place. With the coming class elections a
lot of figureheads will be honored with offices. Their
value to the university and to the groups they head
will be absolutely nothing. They may be compared
with Walt Disney’s “Mouse” who wanted to fly like
a bird. A good fairy granted his wish and gave him
wings. Then the mouse discovered a sad thing. He
was not a bird. He was not even a mouse any more,
He was ‘“nothing but a nothing.”
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If the organizations which conirol the class elec-
tions would take time out to think about it, they
would hesitate before putting a figurehead into a
place of honor. It reflects credit on neither the
electors nor the elected,

The individuals who find themselves in possession
of an office by virtue of what is politely called poli-
ties, are more to be pitied than otherwise. It is really
no honor to be a “front man”—a dummy on strings.
Such a person almost invariably makes a flop of his
job, and ends by wishing heartily he hadn’t taken it.

Perhaps out of the group of “nothing but noth-
ings” who will take office in the coming class elec-
tions there will be one dark horse who will show
real qualities of leadership. This is almost too much
to expect but the law of averages permits such for-
tunate accidents once in & while,

Creighton
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Sunday, October 21, is set aside by the Church as
Mission Sunday. It may prove interesting to all to
learn on this occasion the mission activities of the
order of men with whom you are closely associated
at Creighton.

According to the records of 1934 there are 3,104
Jesuits in the field among pagans, 1,790 priests, 714
scholastics and 600 brothers. This missionary per-
sonnel is scattered to all parts of the globe—in
Europe, Asia, Africa, America and Oceania.

Two thousand two hundred and seventy-three Jes-
uits are in Asia alone, in Armenia, Ceylon, China,
India, Japan, Java, Syria, Uruguay, and the Philip-
pines. In Africa are 461, distributed over Egypt,
South Africa, the Congo and the Island of Mada-
gascar., In Oceania they have their headquarters in
the Caroline Islands and the Islands of Mariana and
Marshall. In the Americas 282 labor among the Eski-
mos of Alaska and the Indians of Canada, on the
reservations in the United States, among the Mex-
jcan Indians of the Southland, in Central America,
Jamaica and among the aborigines of the southern
hemisphere.

These nmumbers do not exclude the 1,773 Jesuits
who are working in the civilized portions of the
Philippines, among negroes and Japanese in both
American continents or on missions in northern
Europe and Australia.

There are 490 American Jesuits in foreign fields,
in India, Uruguay, the Philippines, China, Alaska,
Arctic Canada, Honduras, Jamaica, and with the In-
dians of the United States. .

The numbers above are but a small portion of
the mission personnel of the Church. Priests and
Brothers and Sisters of other religious orders and
societies are heroically. active among the up to
1,075,000,000 heathens of the present time.

This vast army of missionaries is for the most
part living on alms. The love of Christ and zeal for
souls is the secret. You can aid by prayers and sac-
rifices and by giving material help. God blesses it a
hundredfold.
